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and, you may feel a slight
ure in your ears. Swallowing relieves this feeling, and
ill offer you mints or sweets that help.

Please feel free to smoke whenever the ‘no smoking’ sign is not illuminated.
A variety of cigarettes and cigars is available on board. International regu-
lations require us to charge Economy Class passengers for these items, and
for alcoholic drinks as well. (You'll find more details in our Price List.) Sales
are not possible when the ‘fasten seat belt’ sign is on.

From time to time the captain will tell you, via our Public Address System,
about the route over which we're flying, or he will also write out Flight Log
Notes with information on temperature, air speeds, and the weather at the
next destination.

You'll find a supply of magazines and newspapers on board for you to read,
along with chess sets and decks of cards. For children there are toys and
books. If the stewardess has sufficient notice, she will even prepare special
baby formulas — either from the ingredients mothers have brought along, or
from KLM's own well-equipped baby kit. Feeding the babies during take-off
or descent will help them to swallow.

For passengers who like to doze, we have clean white pillows and soft wool
blankets, stowed in the hat racks. These hat racks are not to be used for heavy
articles. — By the way, experienced travellers ensure themselves extra-long
naps by fastening their seat belts loosely before they fall asleep.

Aids to good grooming on board include refreshing toiletries in all lavatories,
and electric razors for at-your-seat shaving. (If you would prefer to use your
own razor, however, just ask a cabin attendant for an adaptor.) Also on board
are a clothes brush, a shoe horn and stain remover. And a household medicine
chest.

Airport authorities often require customs and immigration information on

forms which must be filled out in advance. The forms you will need are on
board, and will be given to you, before you land, by your purser. He'll be
happy to explain them to you, too.

In your own best interests, please remain seated after the plane has landed,
and keep your safety belt fastened until the plane has come to a complete
standstill on the platform. Then, portable radios may be used again, too. (In
flight, their use may interfere with the plane’s sensitive navigational equip-
ment.)

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UNIVERSITY OF IBADAN

One of the most striking things about the University is the
splendid physical layout and attractive buildings. These it owes
largely to the original architects, Maxwell Fry and Jane Drew,
who designed a!lahe main buildings within the central area
and who set the pace for the architectural distinction which
has characterised all later buildings.

Visitors in the past to this campus are already familiar with
such impressive structures as the Administration and Faculty
of Arts Buildings, the Library and the various Halls of Resi-
dence. But the visitor of the future will, in addition to these,

Today it has a staff of about 450 with a student population
approaching 3,000. Investment in land and buildings now reach
£8.2 million,
